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“Let It Snow" was written by lyricist
Sammy Cahn and composer Jule Styne in
1845 and first recorded by Yaughn Monroe,
became a huge popular hit, reaching #1 on
the Billboard music chart the following year.

Becauge of its seaeonal lyrics, "Let It
Snow" is often regarded as a Christmas
song. Yet despite its cheery, holiday feel, it
Is actually just a wonderful winter love song
that never mentions any holiday. One of the
best-selling songs of all time, "Let [t Snow"
has been covered countless times, with
