Woodum in Bossier City, Louisiana (near Shreveport) in 1955. This version differs considerably from the
version recorded by Lee Hays of the Weavers; that set of lyrics is very close to the lyrics published by H. B.
Parks in the Texas Folk-lore Society (1928), collected from three sources in the 1910s. The Parks version was
re-published by John and Alan Lomax in American Ballads and Folk Songs (1934).
